1 Details of the application  

The company TOTALEnergies FLUIDS S.A.S. has requested a marketing authorisation in France for the 

product OVISPRAY (formulation code: DEV 1502), containing 800 g/L paraffin oil (CAS 64742-46-7)1 

as an insecticide for professional uses. 

Appendix 1 of this document provides a copy of the product authorisation. 

Appendix 2 of this document contains a copy of the product label (draft as proposed by the applicant). 

1.1 Application background 

The present registration report concerns the evaluation of TOTALEnergies FLUIDS S.A.S.’s application 

submitted on 16/07/2021 for the product OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) in France. France acted as a zonal 

Rapporteur Member State (zRMS) for this request and assessed the application submitted for the label 

extension of this product in France and in other Member States (MSs) of the Southern zone.  

The present application (2021-3237) was evaluated in France by the French Agency for Food, 

Environmental and Occupational Health & Safety (Anses), according to the Regulation (EC) no 

1107/20092, the implementing regulations, and French regulations. This application was assessed in the 

context of the zonal procedure for all MSs of the Southern zone, taking into account the worst-case uses 

(“risk envelope approach”)3. When risk mitigation measures were necessary, they are adapted to the 

situation in France. 

The data taken into account are those deemed to be valid either at European level (Review Report and 

EFSA conclusion) or at zonal level. The assessment of OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) has been made using 

endpoints agreed in the EU peer review of paraffin oil (CAS 64742-46-7). It also includes assessment of 

data and information related to OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) where those data have not been considered in the 

EU peer review process. 

This part A of the RR presents a summary of essential scientific points upon which recommendations are 

based and is not intended to show the assessment in detail. The risk assessment conclusions provided in 

this document are based on the information, data and assessments provided in the Registration Report, Part 

B Sections 1-10 and Part C, and where appropriate the addendum for France. 

The conclusions on the acceptability of risk are based on the criteria provided in Regulation (EU) 

No 546/20114, and are expressed as “acceptable” or “not acceptable” in accordance with those criteria. 

This document also describes the specific conditions of use and labelling required for France for the 

registration of OVISPRAY (DEV 1502).

2.5 Risk management 

According to the French law and procedures, specific conditions of use are set out in the Decision letter. 

The French Order of 4 May 20175 provides that: 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the pre harvest interval (PHI) is at least 3 days; 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the minimum buffer zone alongside a water body 

is 5 metres for products applied through spraying or dusting; 

- unless otherwise stated in the product authorisation, the minimum re-entry period is 6 hours for field 

uses and 8 hours for indoor uses. 

Drift reduction measures such as low-drift nozzles are not considered within the decision-making process 

in France. However, non-spraying buffer zones may be reduced under some circumstances as explained in 

appendix 3 of the above-mentioned French Order. 

Finally, the French Order of 12 April 20216 provides that: 

-  an authorisation granted for a “reference” crop applies also for “related” crops, unless formally stated 

in the Decision 

- the “reference” and “related” crops are defined in Appendix 1 of that French Order.

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Thus, at French national level, possible extrapolation of submitted data and the corresponding assessment 

from “reference” crops to “related” ones are undertaken even if not clearly requested by the applicant in 

their dRR, and a conclusion is also reached on the acceptability of the intended uses on those “related” 

crops. The aim of this Order, mainly based on the EU document on residue data extrapolation7 is to supply 

“minor” crops with registered plant protection products. 

Therefore the GAP table (Section 2.3) and Decision may include uses on crops not originally requested by 

the applicant. 

Finally, the French Order of 20 November 20218 on the protection of bees and other pollinating insects and 

the preservation of pollination services when using plant protection products provides that unless otherwise 

stated in the product authorisation, use on attractive crop9 when in flower and on foraging area is forbidden. 

Specific conditions of application on flowering crops should be respected. As consequences specific SPe 8 

may include reference to this order. 

 

The Decision, as reproduced in Appendix 1, takes also into account national provisions, including national 

mitigation measures.

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3 Background of authorisation decision and risk management 

3.1 Physical and chemical properties (Part B, Section 2)  

OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) is made of 96.9% of UVCB substance. The appearance of the product is that of 

very pale yellow almost colourless clear liquid of low viscosity, free from foreign matter, with an aliphatic 

odour. It is not explosive, has no oxidising properties. It has a self-ignition temperature above 150 °C. In 

1% aqueous solution, it has a pH value around 6.3 at 22.5 °C. There is no effect of low and high temperature 

on the stability of the formulation, since after 7 days at 0 °C and 14 days at 54 °C, neither the active 

ingredient content nor the technical properties were changed. The stability data indicate a shelf life of at 

least 2 years at ambient temperature when stored in PEHD and metal (Steel) drum. Its technical 

characteristics are acceptable for an Emulsifiable Concentrate formulation. 

The intended application rate 3 to 15% v/v solution of OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) are covered by the used 

concentrations previously accepted. 

The spraying solution should be under continuous agitation during application. 

 

The physico-chemical properties of the formulation have been evaluated and considered acceptable during 

the registration of this formulation. 

3.2 Efficacy (Part B, Section 3)  

Considering the absence of valid trial against Myzus persicae in sugarbeet, a partial and variable 

efficacy level against Aphis fabae and the absence of reported assessment of virus transmission, it is 

considered that the evaluation of the efficacy level of OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) cannot be finalized for the 

claimed major use. 

 

 The phytotoxicity level of OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) is considered acceptable for the requested use. 

 

 The risks of negative impact on yield, quality, propagation, succeeding crops, adjacent crops are 

considered negligible. 

 

 The risk of resistance to paraffin oil is considered very low. 

3.3 Methods of analysis (Part B, Section 5)  

3.3.1 Analytical method for the formulation 

Analytical methods for the determination of the active substances in the formulation are available and 

validated. 

A validated applicable method is available for the determination of maximum oil content in emulsifiable 

pesticides. The CIPAC MT 146 method allows to determine the maximum oil content, as any non-ionic 

compounds present are also measured. Material removed from the concentrate would be ionic emulsifiers 

and the active compounds of the pesticide, if they are ionic. 
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3.3.2 Analytical methods for residues 

As no MRL/residue definition in plants and product of animal origin was fixed for paraffin oil, no analytical 

method is necessary for the determination of residues of paraffin oil in these matrices. 

Paraffin Oils are complex organic substances of variable composition containing a range of different 

hydrocarbons and therefore the content of specific analytes cannot be measured in air. 

Paraffin Oils are complex organic substances of variable composition containing a range of different 

hydrocarbons and are poorly soluble in water therefore the content of specific analytes cannot be measured. 

Two OECD 307 studies were conducted on the active substance. Both present a GC/MS method which is 

considered acceptable for the analysis of soil. The analytical procedure has been successfully validated in 

terms of specificity, linearity, precision, accuracy and LOQ, in accordance with all the requirements of 

²/3029/99 rev. 4. 

3.4 Mammalian toxicology (Part B, Section 6)  

Endpoints used in risk assessment 

The derivation of reference values were not needed based on the absence of toxicological concern of the 

active substance according to Peer review of the pesticide risk assessment of the active substances paraffin 

oils (CAS 64742-46-7, 72623-86-0 and 97862-82-3), EFSA Scientific Report (2008) 216, 1-59. 

3.4.1 Acute toxicity 

OVISPRAY (DEV 1502) containing 800g/L of paraffin oil has a low toxicity in respect to acute oral 

inhalation and dermal toxicity and is not irritating to rabbit skin or eye and is not skin sensitiser. 

3.4.2 Operator exposure 

No exposure assessment was deemed necessary, as the substance does not present a toxicological concern. 

3.4.3 Worker exposure 

No exposure assessment was deemed necessary, as the substance does not present a toxicological concern. 

3.4.4 Bystander exposure 

No exposure assessment was deemed necessary, as the substance does not present a toxicological concern. 

3.4.5 Resident exposure 

No exposure assessment was deemed necessary, as the substance does not present a toxicological concern. 

3.4.6 Combined exposure 

Not relevant. The product contains only one active substance. 
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3.5 Residues and consumer exposure (Part B, Section 7)  

 

The active substance paraffin oil (CAS 64742-46-7) is included in Annex IV of Regulation (EC) No 

396/2005 listing active substances for which no MRL is needed. 

 

Considering that paraffin oil (CAS 64742-46-7) is included in Annex IV, it can be concluded that no further 

information is considered necessary and that the intended uses of DEV 1502 (OVISPRAY) do not represent 

a risk for the consumer.

3.6 Environmental fate and behaviour (Part B, Section 8) 

 

The fate and behaviour in the environment have been evaluated according to the requirements of Regulation 

(EC) No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions were used to calculate PEC values 

for the active substance for the intended use patterns. In cases where deviations from the EU agreed 

endpoints were considered appropriate (for example when additional studies are provided), such deviations 

were highlighted and justified accordingly.  

 

The PEC of the active substance in soil, surface water and groundwater have been assessed according to 

FOCUS guidance documents, with standard FOCUS scenarios to obtain outputs from the FOCUS models, 

and the endpoints established in the EU conclusions or agreed in the assessment based on new data 

provided. New data were provided in this submission. 

 

PEC soil, and PECsed derived for the active substance metabolites are used for the ecotoxicological risk 

assessment.  

 

PECgw for the active substance do not occur at levels exceeding those mentioned in regulation EU No 

546/2011. Therefore, no unacceptable risk of groundwater contamination is expected for the intended uses.  

 

Based on vapour pressure, information on volatilisation from plants and soil, and DT50 calculation, no 

significant contamination of the air compartment is expected for the intended uses.  
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3.7 Ecotoxicology (Part B, Section 9) 

The ecotoxicological risk assessment of the formulation was performed according to the requirements of 

Regulation (EC) No 1107/2009. Appropriate endpoints from the EU conclusions for the active substance(s) 

and its/their metabolites were used for the intended use patterns. In cases where deviations from the EU 

agreed endpoints were considered appropriate (for example when additional studies are provided), such 

deviations were highlighted and justified accordingly. 

 

Based on the guidance documents, the risks for birds, aquatic organisms, mammals, other non-target 

arthropods, earthworms, other soil macro-organisms and micro-organisms and terrestrial plants are 

acceptable for the intended uses. 

 

For pollinators, according to new requirements of Reg. No. 284/2013, information on chronic effects on 

adult bees and on development of bees should have been submitted as exposure of bees to the formulation 

cannot be excluded. In absence of relevant data, Higher-Tier studies, the risk for bees cannot be finalized. 

 

3.8 Relevance of metabolites (Part B, Section 10)  

An assessment was conducted according to the SANCO/221/2000 guidance document. Please refer to 

environmental fate and behaviour above for conclusion on the risk of groundwater contamination.
